Filmmaker

Elia Suleiman (b. July 28, 1960 in Nazareth, Palestine) is a Palestinian filmmaker whose most well known work is Divine Intervention, a surreal comedy about the Israeli occupation of Palestine. Divine Intervention won several awards, including the International Critics Prize (FIPRESCI), the Cannes Film Festival Jury Prize (2002), and the Best Foreign Film Prize at the European Awards in Rome.

Elia Suleiman lived in New York City for a decade before moving back to Palestine to teach Film and Media at Birzeit University in Birzeit, near Ramallah, in the West Bank. Birzeit University is one the foremost tertiary educational institutes in the Palestinian territories and has played a significant role in the Palestinian political dialogue. In his position as teacher at Birzeit University, Elia Suleiman developed a new Department of Film and Media, which was funded by the European Commission. He has also been a guest lecturer at the European Graduate School EGS and other universities around the world.

The Israeli-Palestinian situation is central to Elia Suleiman's artistic sensibility and the subject matter of many of his films. This comes across with extraordinary power in his film The Time That Remains (2009), a film which is based in part on his father's diaries. His father is played by Saleh Bakri in the film. The film has a curious loop structure which jumps across different decades to show the changes which the characters have undergone in the midst of the conflict. The tenor of the film is one of dispassionate resignation in the face of the conflict, while at the same time piercing through the mass media filters in order to show events as the people really experienced them.

 Studied literature and educational sciences in Haifa and later law in Jerusalem. She worked in Jerusalem during the first intifada (1988-1993) with other lawyers defending the rights of Palestinians living under occupation in Israeli courts (military courts, High Court of Justice). After moving to Belgium in1993. Her main areas of research are women's rights in the Arab world (Family Law, Labour and Social laws), legislative and 

judicial reform in the Arab countries and sub-regional economic cooperation in the Middle East.

Most recently, Francis gave an expert testimony before the UN Fact Finding Mission on the Gaza Conflict, in Geneva on 6 July 2009. Francis addressed the European Parliament in 2008 in Strasbourg and represented Addameer at a regional Middle Eastern seminar on monitoring human rights in places of detention, organized by the Association for the Prevention of Torture.Ms. Francis sits on the Board of Defence for Children International-Palestine Section.
